Dr. Shipley discussed CWD issues.  CWD is present in wild deer in Northern Illinois.  ILDFA to 

promote working with government to establish regulations for CWD issues, such as double 

fencing, movement from CWD endemic areas, national rules.   

 

Kentucky is under Depart of Ag for health issues, the remainder is under DNR.  It was mentioned 

that someone needs to go to Springfield and discuss regulations with the Director of Ag & State 

Vet.

Keep the facilities as simple as 

possible, but efficient.  John also reminded everyone about putting safety as number one, not 

only for the animals but for the people involved in the everyday of their farms/operations.
